· Provide more notice for school trips and visitors, along with invitations to come into school for specific events
· Clarify the food options that are available at our breakfast and after school club
· Continue to ensure that hand hygiene remains a priority during the school day, especially before eating
· Remind parent/carers and pupils of uniform expectations and liaise with individual parents/carers where required

We will continue to regularly gather the views of parents, carers, children and staff and use the information to discuss ways in which the school can be improved and so further enhance the opportunities for our children.
The Governing body would like to welcome our new Reception class and two new teachers to our school. We look forward to the year ahead and continuing to watch our pupils thrive.
