Dear Parents and Carers,
Thank you for completing this year’s questionnaire; there were returns on behalf of 107 children from Nursery to Year 6-that is around 52% of you taking time out to answer the questions we asked. Each parent’s/carer’s individual view therefore represents around 0.9% of the responses collated in the table below.  
We say every year that we want our children to be the best that they can be. It is extremely important to us that the vast majority of you agree that we are achieving this and that your children are happy and feel safe at school and are making the progress that you would want. We are particularly delighted that you feel that the school has high expectations for your child(ren) and that you feel that your child(ren) is/are well taught in a range of subjects. We were also very pleased to see that you feel that the school makes sure the children are well behaved.

We will take on board themes received through your feedback and initially during the Autumn Term will action the following:
· Schedule ‘Meet the Teaching’ meetings for Nursery and Y1-6 in September
· Offer our after-school clubs to broad age groups where possible
· Ensure that we have a consistent offer of class trips and visitors across all year groups as much as possible and share these at ‘meet the teacher’ meetings
· Continue to acknowledge reading achievement, with certificates in assembly as appropriate, alongside recognition within class
· Ensure that the school facebook page offers a range of updates on a broad variety of activities within school
· Revisit the definition of bullying with all classes and ensure children are aware of how to communicate any concerns that they might have
· Share some of the school’s approaches to supporting all pupils to improve their emotional intelligence in difficult situations
· Extend the provision of mixed ability teams within some of the sporting competitions that we take part in outside of school
· Look to identify further opportunities to celebrate achievement in the full breadth of the curriculum
