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Parent/Carer Questionnaire 2025

Dear Parents and Carers,
Thank you for completing this year’s questionnaire; there were returns on behalf of 134 children from Nursery to Year 6-that is around 62% of you taking the time to answer the questions we asked. Each parent’s/carer’s individual view therefore represents around 0.8% of the responses collated in the table below.  
We are delighted with the overwhelmingly positive feedback received, both in the percentage figures shown below and through the written comments that you have kindly taken the time to share with us. 
As I believe is the case in all schools, there will always be occasions when we need to respond to challenges and, hence, we do not anticipate that none of our children will ever experience concerns with their friendships in school (question 8a) or that parents/carers will never need to raise a concern (question 10a). 
What is vital to us is that parents/carers and children find our staff approachable and responsive and that it is easy to raise concerns with these being addressed in a timely and effective manner.
To this end, we are extremely pleased to note that 84% of those parents/carers who have needed to raise a concern have felt that this was dealt with properly. Similarly, 79% of those parents/carers who have felt that their child was experiencing difficulties with relationships with their peers have felt that these were dealt with effectively.
As always, we have also received some valuable feedback about aspects of our school that we could look to improve or develop further and we are grateful for this. We will look to act upon any common themes identified and inform you of our actions in September as we move into the next academic year.
We will continue to regularly gather the views of parents, carers, children and staff and use the information to discuss ways in which the school can be improved and so further enhance the opportunities for our children.
