	You would like a more varied club selection offer with more of a balance of active and non-active clubs.
	Put together a club timetable for this term that includes 18 clubs, of which 7 will be active clubs and 11 that will not be active. 

A point to note is that the government continues to give schools additional funding (around £17,000 for our school) in order to promote physical activity in school, due to ongoing national concerns around inactivity and obesity. Hence, there is an expectation that all schools will have a particular focus on the physical activities that they provide. Additional funding is not given to schools for any other area of the curriculum in this way.

	You would like your child(ren) encouraged to finish reading books they have started, as opposed to frequently changing them.
	Monitor children’s regularity of changing their books and support them if they are struggling to find one that they enjoy and want to finish.

	You were concerned with how lunchtime staff dealt with any concerns that they had about children’s lunchbox contents.
	Ensure that any concerns noted by lunchtime staff are referred back to the class teacher (as opposed to being raised with the child directly) who will then contact the parent/carer if they feel it necessary.

	You would like to see more creative opportunities, particularly around art.
	Continue to take part in the Tavistock Lions Peace Poster Competition (Y6), the Tavistock and Yelverton Christmas Tree Festivals, the Horrabridge Church Nativity Display, Paint The Town Red and the Tavistock Carnival. Additionally, we will organise a gallery event for parents/carers in order to showcase all of the children’s artwork in school at the end of the Autumn Term.

	You would like to see a broader range of activities available to children at break and lunch times.
	Speak to the school council and look at acting upon some of the suggestions that they come up with that represent the views of their classes.

	You felt that some children do not enjoy the more competitive class run on sports day.
	Introduce a paired relay run on sports day in 2026, which will pair stronger runners with less strong runners whilst still maintaining a competitive element to the race.

	You felt that as a school we need to have a greater understanding that some children will require different approaches or resources in order for them to listen more effectively.
	Ensure all class teachers together with our SENDCo (Mrs. Darch) identify children in their class who require different approaches or resources and provide these as necessary, following discussion with the child’s parent/carer.

	Some children require additional guidance or support at after school clubs in order that all children’s enjoyment is not adversely affected. 
	Identify any children who require additional support at after school clubs and liaise with parents/carers directly as necessary.

	On occasions assemblies led by Rev Gary can feel somewhat intense.
	Liaise with Rev Gary and reflect upon how these assemblies can be best conducted in order to address the theme of the assembly and children’s understanding that different people hold different beliefs.

	You felt that some children benefit from a different verbal communication approach by the adults in school.
	Continue to share particular approaches that benefit individuals with all school staff so that there is greater awareness of individual needs.

	It would be good to include Y1 on the Tapestry App, which currently shows the parents/carers of Nursery/Reception children some of the activities they have been taking part in in school.
	Unfortunately, Tapestry is specifically designed for sharing the learning of children in Nursery/Reception as these are the children who have far less written evidence of their learning within work books. We will of course continue to offer the opportunity to view children’s work books at parents’ evenings and parents/carers are very welcome to contact the class teacher if they would like to look at their child’s work at other times as well.
