WILD TRIBE (outdoor learning programme)
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 At Horrabridge Primary and Infant School, we place great value on the importance of outdoor learning. Our aim is to inspire a love and sense of wonder for the world around us by delivering elements of the curriculum through outdoor experiences. These lessons provide depth, enrichment, and regular opportunities for children to connect with nature.
Our Outdoor Learning programme, Wild Tribe, is rooted in the principles of Forest Schools. It focuses on building children’s self-esteem and independence through exploration and hands-on experiences in the natural world. Wild Tribe is a long-term programme led by a trained practitioner alongside class teachers and teaching assistants within a natural environment.
The programme is carefully designed by teachers and the Wild Tribe practitioner to ensure that each unit of exploration meets the needs of all learners while supporting aspects of the National Curriculum.
Wild Tribe takes place both on the school site and at carefully risk-assessed off-site venues.
Health and Safety
 The health and safety of all participants is at the heart of every Wild Tribe programme. The Wild Tribe leader is fully trained in risk assessment and outdoor emergency first aid, ensuring that all sessions are delivered with the highest standards of care and responsibility.
Every Wild Tribe programme includes:
· A clear health and safety policy

· A fully risk-assessed site

· Detailed risk assessments for activities

· Appropriate first aid and emergency equipment

Some activities involve higher levels of risk, such as campfire cooking and the use of tools. These are only introduced once pupils have demonstrated appropriate behaviours and a clear understanding of boundaries. Pupils are guided to recognise and manage risk for themselves, developing confidence and responsibility through real-life situations and hands-on experiences.
What does my child need to bring?
 Your child doesn’t need to bring anything other than themselves, but what they wear is very important. Children should come dressed in sensible, comfortable clothing suitable for outdoor learning. This includes:
· Long trousers and a long-sleeved top

· A waterproof jacket

· Wellies or old trainers to change into

Please note that outdoor clothing is likely to get muddy or wet, so we recommend avoiding anything new or special.


Timetable for Autumn Term 2025
This Autumn term our Wild Tribe programme will run in four-week blocks, giving every child the opportunity to experience a wide range of activities.
The initial sessions will focus on safety—establishing boundaries, routines, and expectations. As children grow in confidence and become more familiar with the environment, the sessions will progress to developing and consolidating skills and understanding. Learning will also be increasingly linked to areas of the National Curriculum, enriching classroom experiences through practical, outdoor exploration.
