We read to children every day. We choose these books carefully as we want children to experience a wide range of books that open windows into other worlds and cultures.
Teachers read the following core texts and other choices of text from the Doug Lemov Reading spine or those they are passionate about (but are not contained in another year group’s spine or teaching sequence).
Non fiction texts are placed in the Autumn term, for all classes to read in November, during Non fiction November. Where possible they are matched to topic or curriculum areas. Teachers additionally, select non- fiction texts linked to the interest of the cohort. 
A poem anthology is included in each year group. 
Focus authors are mapped out for each year group to help develop children's author knowledge. Some of the texts link to our whole class teaching curriculum.
